Ms. Annie Hackett  began dancing at the  age of 4, performing professionally at the age of 15, and teaching at the  age  of 18.  She is the 

proud co-owner and artistic director of the Kenosha Academy of Dance. She is an adjunct professor of dance at Carthage College (Kenosha, 
WI), is on the faculty of the Lincolnshire Academy of Dance (Lincolnshire, IL), and has been a guest teacher  at Columbia College and 
Roosevelt University (both Chicago, IL). Ms. Hackett also teaches workshops and master classes all over Chicago and the surrounding 

suburbs. Her students have been accepted into dance programs with The American Ballet Theatre, The Joffrey Ballet, Milwaukee Ballet, 
Ballet Chicago, and The Chicago Civic Ballet. 

 
Her choreography has been seen at Chicago area theaters such as, Porchlight Music Theater, The Baliwick Repertory Theater, The Bohemian 
Theatre Ensemble, Northlight Performing Arts Center and The Paramount Arts Center. She has also choreographed for Carnival Cruise Lines 

and many industrial shows for organizations like State Farm, Pepsi, Give Kids the World, and Kraftmaid. 
 

Ms. Hackett’s performing career earned her membership into the Actor’s Equity Association. She has performed in many productions at 
theaters such as The Chicago Shakespeare Theater, The Marriott Lincolnshire Theater, The Drury Lane Oakbrook, The Drury Lane Evergreen 

Park, Theater at the Center, and The Fireside Playhouse. Other theatrical work includes, regional theater productions in New York and 
Florida, industrial shows nationwide, regional ballet, modern dance and opera companies also in New York, and cruise ships. 

 
During her time at SUNY Buffalo, she received additional training in ballet, jazz, tap and modern dance on a collegiate level. Upon leaving 
college Ms. Hackett was awarded a scholarship to study at Broadway Dance Center in New York City. While there she studied with Chet 

Walker, Frank Hatchet, Germaine Salsberg, Finis Jung, Zena Rommet, and David Howard. She also studied acting at the Sande Shurin Acting 
School. 

 
Ms. Hackett hopes to continue to share her passion for dance and inspire students of all ages.  The Kenosha Academy of Dance 

opened its doors to the community in the fall of 2006.  KAD offers classes in ballet, tap, jazz and modern, specializing in classical 
ballet technique for the pre-professional student. Artistic Directors Annie Hackett and Brenda Didier have over twenty years of 

teaching experience each. Ms. Didier is also the owner of The Lincolnshire Academy of Dance and is an award winning international 
choreographer. Ms. Hackett is currently on faculty as an adjunct professor of dance at Carthage College and also choreographs 

professionally. Students of Ms. Hackett and Ms. Didier have participated in programs with renowned ballet companies such as The 
Joffrey Ballet, American Ballet Theater, and The Milwaukee Ballet. KAD has a faculty of former and current professional dancers 

based in Chicago and the surrounding suburbs. All KAD Teachers are dedicated to inspiring and igniting the passion to dance. KAD 
maintains the highest possible teaching standards.
